Starting Up

Disconnect the electrical power to the
mixer

If any scheduled maintenance lapsed
during storage, ensure it has been
completed

All specific details/instructions are
included in the operator manual, perform
checklist

Run mixer for a couple of minutes before
cleaning and initial use with no agitators
or accessories - raise and lower the bowl,
run through the motions without a batch

Clean and sanitize mixer before use per
owner’s manual or cleaning card

Listen for any unfamiliar noises. Call
service if this occurs
